coupon or receive their coupon via text
message. If the minimum number of
customers is not met, customers’ credit
cards are not charged.

Deals are posted to students via
Facebook and Twitter. A KegFLY.
com deal will only go through if a
predetermined number of buyers hit the
“buy me” button on the Web site. When
the predetermined minimum is reached,
the deal becomes activated and students
can get their discounted coupon. Their
credit cards are charged, and they receive
an email with a printable voucher or they
can text their coupon code to their phone
and show that number to the merchant.

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December dread

December has arrived
once again. For many, it is the
usual December dilemma: the
Hanukkah-Christmas discussion
with children, which is primarily
about gifts and decorations. For
me, however, it is the anniversary
of December dread which has
nothing to do with the holidays
really.

One Christmas day more than
60 years ago, | was on my way to
Hebrew School. It was a typical
Chicago winter day with heavy
snowfall and snowdrifts, the
wind gusts swirling the falling
snow. | was walking to Hebrew
class dressed warmly in several
layers with sweaters, a jacket,
snow pants, hat, mittens, scarf
and boots - the usual for Chicago
winters. | stepped off the curb to

us on

cross the street but never made
it to the other side. | was hit by
acar.

The driver got out of the car,
gathered me up and drove to
the nearest hospital about a mile
away. In the hospital, | lay on the
gurney wondering whether | was
a dead nine-year-old. It was a
Catholic hospital and Christmas
songs were piped through on this
day. The nursing nuns who were
the staff wore white habits with a
coif that extended on either side
to stiff white “wings.”

To me, lying there, | thought
maybe they were angels.

I heard murmuring and looked
over to see my parents, aunt and
uncle and the driver speaking in
whispers to each other. I called
out to them, and they spoke to
me. | wasn't dead. The nuns,
gentle and soft-spoken, tended
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to my scrapes and bruises. |
remember how kind they were to
my frightened nine-year-old self.
The accident happened during
the six months that | had braces
on my teeth; if it hadn’'t, my teeth
would have been knocked out.
After | was treated for cuts and
bruises, I was sent home to rest
for two weeks.

The driver, John, told us that
he had been on his way home
from a church Mass when he hit
me.

He added that he thought if he
hadn’t gone to Mass, the accident
may have injured me more. I, on
the other hand, thought that if |
hadn’'t made the effort to attend
Hebrew School that day, the
accident might have been worse.
There we were, of two different
faiths, with a similar outlook
concerning the injuries.

At home, | rested in bed for two
weeks. | had many visitors and
received gifts of books, crayons,

or online at

and cut-outs (paper dolls) to keep
me occupied. Since the accident
occurred during winter vacation,
much to my chagrin, no school
days were missed. My injuries
eventually healed although the
knee where | was hit is a weather
forecaster to this day. It aches
when the weather is about to be
wet, a long-time alert system.
The physical scars of cuts and
bruises have finally faded, but the
real scars still remain. And that
is part of the December dread, a
reminder of the accident.

For more than 60 years,
my December dread manifests
yearly in the following way. |
do not cross a street or drive on
Christmas day.

congregants need help. These are
qualities expected from a rabbi who leads
a large vital congregation like Temple
Israel.

He has an adventuresome side too.

Zinkow spent a week going 300 miles
from Jerusalem to Eliatf and he did it
riding a bicycle. He rode at least 60 miles
a day for a week.

“This is something I've wanted to do
for a long time,” said Zinkow.

He didn't do it alone. He went with
his friend Danny Kayne and their two
sons Elan Zinkow, and Benji Kayne.
This was Kayne's fifth trip. Together
they raised more than $15,000.00 for
the two Israeli organizations Hazon and
the Arava Institute for Environmental
Studies.

Although Elan hadn't waited as long
as his father to go on the trip, it was very
meaningful to him.

“It was an amazing experience. It was
the most gratifying thing | have ever
done. It was a perfect combination of my
love for Israel and a new-found pastime
in cycling,” he said.

At the Arava Institue, Jews, Arabs,
Israelis, and people from all over the
world come together to learn about and
explore environmental issues.

The bike ride was the tenth benefiting
the Arava Institute and included more
than 100 riders. When Zinkow and his
fellow cyclers started out on the ride there
was a hot wind blowing off the coast. “It
was like riding a bike in a convection
oven,” said Zinkow. But the thought of

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quitting never crossed his mind. He'd
waited too long for the opportunity.

Luckily, the wind changed, and the
rest of the ride was enjoyable. “The 120
riders built a shared community and had
a common missionf raising money for
the two organizations,” said Zinkow.

The rider’s stops included Ashkelon,
Mashabei, Sadeh, Mitzpeh Ramon,
Kibbutz Ketura and Eliat.

The ride included accommodations,
food and even mechanics for any
necessary bicycle repairs. The only thing
the avid cyclers had to worry about was
enjoying the ride. There were several
different levels of riders; not everyone
went 60 plus miles a day. Some spent
the afternoons touring after a shuttle
bus picked them up. They all reached the
final destination on the same day.

At the stops, environmental issues
were pointed out. “For example, we
would see a water reservoir and water
reclamation would be discussed,” said
Zinkow.

“It was an amazing experience. The
silence of the desert was very meditative.
The desert is beautiful; it has a hidden
vitality. This was really the highlight
of my adult life, and the best way to see
Israel. It was a very spiritual experience,”
said Zinkow
